10) You never know who you are going to bump in to while walking down the street...Always have a
handful of business cards with youl!

11) A smile is ALWAYS your best accessory!

12) If you are in a conversation, show engagement through eye contact and body language.

13) If you are sh;y, it may be tempting to find the closest seat...Instead, push yourself to meet atf least 5
new people.

14) Give yourself plenty of fime to getf to events. It’'s no fun rushing!

15) Never talk poorly about people and watch your body language. You never know who is listening...
